The following rules govern entries participating in the 2021 Te Maeva Nui Float Parade.  The float Organizers reserves the right to disqualify a float participant if the rules and conditions are not followed.
                       ALL FLOATS BASED ON THE THEME:  
             TE TAMA ‘U’Ā A TE ‘UI ĀRIKI – TE EVANGELIA 
      Please note: No floats may enter on the DAY-OF the float parade.
1. All Floats must be DECORATED and constructed in a safe manner and not to present a health and safety hazard to the general public.

2. Nothing is to be thrown from the float during the parade keeping the public safety in mind.
3. The consumption of ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE or use of any illegal substances by participants prior to and during the parade is strictly prohibited –Failure to follow this will cause instant disqualification by the Float Organizers.

4. All floats must be able to travel the entire parade route and may not, in any case, cause slowing or other delay in the parade movement.

5. ALL FLOATS MUST KEEP THE PARADE MOVING AT ALL TIMES! Please remember that unless directed by FLOAT ORGANISERS or a Police Officer there is to be NO STOPPING! Even in front of the VIP seating hut constitution park.
6. Promotion of political parties is not permitted
7. ALL FLOATS MUST BE AT THE DESIGNATED AREA ON TIME.  FAILURE TO ABIDE WILL COST YOU 10 POINTS DEDUCTED FROM YOUR FINAL JUDGING
8. The Parade will be held RAIN OR SHINE. Dress warm, be safe and have fun!
9. Kids on moving floats must be in a safe seating or space to prevent them from falling over.

· All floats assembled and ready opposite the CITC Supermarket at the Avatiu Mariner by 11.30am Friday 30th July 2021
· All marching teams assembled and ready at the Punanga entrance by 12.30pm. 
· 11:30am – PREJUDGING OF FLOATS

· 12:30pm - Float Parade begins to move to the Constitution Park.

 JUDGING CRITERIA:

1. FLOAT THEME: (Max: 20 Points Awarded)
How well the float design concept adapts or is suited to the theme. 

Te pirianga o te au mekameka akaariari e te akamanea o te pereo/tereera ki te tumu tapura.
2. ORIGINALITY: (Max: 20 Points Awarded)
The creativeness and originality in the float design concept.

Te taunga ‘anga ’ia, e te turanga ou I te maani ’anga e te iriiri’anga ia o te pereo/tereera.

3. WORKMANSHIP: (Max: 20 Points Awarded)
The craftsmanship in the float creation. The creativity and effective display of different objects and materials to coincide with the sub theme choice. 
Te turanga o te maani ‘anga, te rakei ’anga e te akamanea ’anga o te pereo/tereera e te ta’angaanga ’anga I te au apinga tuketuke kia atui kite tumu tapura tei ikiia.

4. GENERAL EFFECT IN PRESENTATION: (Max: 40 Points Awarded)
The overall effective presentation of the float. Its presentation as it will appear on the parade route. The incorporation of motion & sound, on and alongside the float (animation & special effects).   The visual impact, beauty and creativity.

· Pre-judging of floats at rest will begin at 11.30am - Avatiu Mariner opposite CITC. There will be co-judges along the parade route, judging the presentation.  Final judging will be in front of the VIP hut at Constitution Park Punanga Nui Foreshore.

· Floats must be of an acceptable standard to qualify for consolation prizes.

· The Judges decisions shall be final
